2 Bank of Sydney Ltd is exposed to market risk by operating in the foreign exchange market and uses the
standard approach as outlined in APS 113.

3 Bank of Sydney Ltd uses the standard methodology to Operational Risk under APS 114, whereby total
operational risk is determined by the capital requirements of the three business areas namely retail banking,
commercial banking and all other activities.

4 The total capital ratio is calculated by dividing the total risk-weighted assets by the capital base. For capital
adequacy purposes, the capital base is the sum of Tier 1 and Tier 2 capital net of any specific deductions.
